
March 13-14 Purim The deliverance of
the Jewish people from Haman during
the reign of Queen Esther. 
April 12-20 Passover The deliverance
of the Jewish people from Egypt and
for believers in Yeshua a
representation of His resurrection. 
June 1-3 Shavuot The giving of the
Torah on Mount Sinai and the
pouring of the Holy Spirit on the
disciples of Yeshua. 
August 3 Tisha B’av The international
day of mourning. 
September 22-24 Rosh Hashanah
The Jewish New Year.
October 1-2 Yom Kippur The Day of
Atonement and seeking repentance. 
October 6-13 Sukkot The Festival of
Booths and commemorating God’s
shelter as the people traveled from
Egypt to The Promise Land. 
December 14-22 Hanukkah The
Festival of Lights and celebrating the
miracle of the oil lasting for 8 nights
and the victory of the Maccabees
against the Greeks. 
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
